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By the end of the treaty, Georgia was liberated from the threat of Ottoman threats: and none
other than Germany could not have done it in the summer of 1918. Germany emerged as the goddess
of state independence - and only this time he could do that role» [15, 89].

The general attitude of the Georgian society is reflected in the opinion of General Shalva
Maghlakelidze, the famous representative of Georgian emigration, that the disaster of the Germans
lost in World War I was the calamity of Georgia [16, 96]. Grigol Lortkipanidze, Deputy Chairman of
the Government of the Democratic Republic of Georgia, wrote in his memoirs that the German ally of
Georgia saved our homeland from the Ottoman Hordes [20, 89; 17, 206-207].

This was the actual recognition of Georgia by the German authorities and the German control
over the Georgian Railway during the war [18, 498; 19, 86]. Georgia-Germany Poti Agreement was
the first international diplomatic act of the Georgian Democratic Republic.
