Any economic system, both at the micro level (enterprise) and at the macro level, the
state, is subject to the influence of many factors of internal and external nature in its
functioning. Under globalization, external factors are more critical for activity, especially in
the context of global crisis phenomena such as financial and economic crises. Considering
the high impact of such phenomena on domestic regions, the problem of effective crisis
management is very actual in order not only to minimize the negative consequences but also
to succeed in further development, since successful management of crisis management uses
the crisis as an opportunity to obtain additional competitive advantages, albeit under quite
harsh conditions. Ensuring competitiveness of enterprises and strengthening of competitive
advantages is a key task of effective crisis management.

Today, in difficult economic conditions, lack of stable economic growth and increased
competition, limited financial resources it’s very difficult for domestic enterprises to
increase their competitiveness and ensure their own development. especially it’s actual for
some regions in the country, the so-called depressed ones, which have already exhausted the
resources for effective crisis management, and need state support to ensure the growth of
competitiveness of both individual economic entities and the region as a whole.

The economic development of any country is determined by the achieved standard of
living of the population. Today, the state can develop stably, if its economic policy is aimed
to improving the level and quality of life of citizens, increasing their ability to make their
own future. To do this, it is necessary not only to increase the incomes of the population, but
also to improve many components of the life level and quality: to create equality for
education and employment; to provide gender equality opportunities; a high level of
medical care and more. All this will allow the formation of high-quality and competitive
labor resources, without which the competitiveness of a particular region loses its essential
component.
