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FINANCIAL-CREDIT SUPPLY OF REPORTS OF MAIN AGRICULTURAL PROPERTIES
AND THEIR FEATURES

At this stage of financial relations, agricultural enterprises are faced with the difficulty of reproduction of
productive capacity. They are forced to reduce production, which reflected on the level of profit and consolidation
in society of the idea of the hopelessness of investing funds in this area of the economy.

In order to overcome such negative trends as one of the main directions, it is necessary to restore the
material and technical base of agriculture. One of the most characteristic features that distinguishes agriculture
from the system of the national economy is the formation of the fundamentals of financial support, which
contribute to the achievement of positive, effective performance indicators of agricultural enterprises.

One of the most characteristic features that distinguishes agriculture from the system of the national
economy is the formation of the fundamentals of financial support, which contribute to the achievement of
positive, effective performance indicators of agricultural enterprises. Therefore, financial and credit support for
the reproduction of fixed assets of agricultural enterprises is still very relevant, including its features.

The aim is to highlight the features of financial and credit support for the reproduction of fixed assets of
agricultural enterprises.

The cost of fixed assets of one of the leading sectors of the national economic complex of Ukraine —
agriculture — at the beginning of 2006 amounted to 47.13 billion UAH, while in 2000 — 88.76 billion UAH, and
in 1996 — 121 UAH 33 billion. That is, the cost of fixed assets of agricultural purposes annually decreases.
The main reason for this is the insignificant volumes of their upgrade. Depreciation of fixed assets more than
10 times exceeds their renewal.

At the same time, the reproduction of agricultural production is largely due to ensuring the effective use and
updating of production potential. The need to identify trends, problems and features of reproduction of fixed
assets and their investment, as well as the development of recommendations for improving the investment
security of the reproduction process in agriculture determines the relevance of research on the provision of
credit support for the reproduction of basic agricultural products.

Such research will make it possible to clearly define the structure of economic relations, which are formed in
the course of credit support for the reproduction of fixed assets of agricultural enterprises: to more fully reveal
the specifics of the relationship of elements and forms of credit provision; to identify their fundamental features
as sources of innovation activity, affecting the state of the field of agriculture.

All this once again confirms the need to study the financial and credit provision of the reproduction process
in agriculture and to substantiate the new approaches to their solution, in particular, to develop an effective and
effective mechanism of credit provision.

The development of agriculture is constrained by a number of reasons. The main of them is the lack
of resources to finance development. An increase in the size of production assets is possible only at the
expense of additional investment of financial and material resources, aimed at supporting and expanding the
agricultural production potential. Since the possibilities of reproduction of fixed assets at the expense of profits
and depreciation fund are rather limited, agricultural enterprises require the attraction of credit resources.

It is known that in the process of production of agricultural products there is a gradual depreciation and
disposals of fixed assets. Hence the need for their simple or expanded reproduction (in case of an increase in
production), which is usually carried out at agricultural enterprises, follows from: direct investments, transfer
of fixed assets to the founders at the expense of contributions to the authorized capital, free transfer to legal
entities and individuals. But direct investments (or capital investments) are the prevailing method of expanded
reproduction of fixed assets. The conducted study allows to formulate the following definition that credit support
for reproduction of fixed assets of agricultural enterprises is a commitment of an agrarian enterprise to a credit
institution, which must be repaid within a period exceeding one year from the date of drawing up the balance
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sheet, as well as the extension of short-term loans used by the enterprise exclusively for the purpose of
reproduction of fixed assets.

Thus, the features of credit support for reproduction of fixed assets considered by us are to take into
account the specifics of the sector specificity of the state and the structure of fixed assets and the identification
of types of credit that may be involved by agricultural enterprises for the formation of resources.

When making decisions on the reproduction of fixed assets by enterprises, the factor of financial and credit
provision is important. In today's economic conditions, the problem of financial and credit provision requires
a certain program of action not only from the state, but also from the banking system and other financial
institutions, which is strategically important both for the development of innovation activity of small enterprises
and for the formation of an innovative model of restructuring of the domestic economy in general.
