The deepening of the theoretical principles of deposit policy of banks through the analysis of the essence, principles and stages of the formation and
implementation of deposit policy in the context of dynamic changes in the financial environment is explored. Most of the resources of the commercial bank
are formed at the expense of attracted and borrowed funds, which is regulated by the National Bank of Ukraine. According to the indicator of solvency of
the bank, the normative value of which has been set by the National Bank of Ukraine, the attraction and borrowed funds should not exceed the amount
of equity capital more than 12 times. Banks attract free funds of legal entities and individuals through the execution of deposit (deposit) operations, in the
process of which use different types of bank accounts. Deposit — this is a financial relationship with the transfer of funds to the client for temporary use of
the bank. The feature of the deposit is its duality in practical application. Firstly, the deposit is for the depositor with potential money, the depositor can write
a check and direct the corresponding amount in circulation. But at the same time, "bank money" brings to the depositor income, acting in the role of capital.
The advantage of a deposit in front of cash is that a deposit (deposit) generates income in the form of a percentage, and the drawback is that the deposit
(deposit) is lower than that which will be paid out to the capital if it is borrowed. Therefore, it is precisely in deposit operations that the essence of the com-
mercial activity of banks is very expressive — it is cheaper to pay for a deposit, and place it for a higher fee. The analysis of deposit policy of banks of Ukraine
was conducted, banks' ratings on reliability of the population were created. It is revealed that under deposit policy most often understand a certain system
of management decisions, which allow to ensure the formation of financial resources of banks and are divided into strategic (predict the long-term period of
reaching the goals of the bank), and tactical (provide for the implementation of the bank short-term goals). The primary task at the same time is to ensure
sufficient liquidity level for the banking institution to carry out active operations. The principles of realization of deposit policy in privabank are revealed, and
the most popular deposits are characterized. The main stages of the implementation of deposit policy have been highlighted and described, including taking
into account the negative tendencies that arise in the deposit market.

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DEPOSIT POLICY OF BANKS OF UKRAINE

Last time in the financial system of Ukraine there have been radical changes due to the achievements of Ukraine
in political and financial independence and the transition to the development of a European-oriented economy.

Deposits are one of the widely used sources of funds attraction by the bank. Due to the attracted funds, the
bank expands the possibilities of credit operations, which creates the basis for profit. For a client, the advan-
tage of deposits in front of cash is that the deposits bring interest in the form of interest.

In connection with this study of the organization of work with deposit operations as the main source of bank-
ing resources becomes of particular importance, which determines the relevance of the chosen topic and the
feasibility of research to develop this issue.

The purpose of this work is the theoretical substantiation of the economic essence of deposit operations of banks,
as well as the search for ways to improve this work, based on systematization of existing proposals on this issue.

Presenting main material. Most of the resources of the commercial bank are formed at the expense of
attracted and borrowed funds, which is regulated by the National Bank of Ukraine.

According to the indicator of solvency of the bank, the normative value of which has been set by the National Bank
of Ukraine, the attraction and borrowed funds should not exceed the amount of equity capital more than 12 times.

Banks attract free funds of legal entities and individuals through the execution of deposit (deposit) opera-
tions, in the process of which use different types of bank accounts.

Deposit — this is a financial relationship with the transfer of funds to the client for temporary use of the
bank. The feature of the deposit is its duality in practical application. Firstly, the deposit is for the depositor
with potential money, the depositor can write a check and direct the corresponding amount in circulation. But
at the same time, "bank money" brings to the depositor income, acting in the role of capital. The advantage
of a deposit in front of cash is that a deposit (deposit) generates income in the form of a percentage, and the
drawback is that the deposit (deposit) is lower than that which will be paid out to the capital if it is borrowed.
Therefore, it is precisely in deposit operations that the essence of the commercial activity of banks is very
expressive — it is cheaper to pay for a deposit, and place it for a higher fee.

Bank deposit is a collection of all possible types and forms of cash withdrawal by the subjects of the econ-
omy on bank accounts, regardless of the amount, term and type of currency for storage under appropriate
conditions — return at the end of the deposit period and, as a rule, with interest payments.
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
