The article analyzes the role of the agro-industrial complex as the basis for the development of the economy of rural areas of Vinnytsia in the modern
conditions and its competitiveness in the market. The index of agricultural production for the current year has been analyzed. The role of the agrarian
sphere in the economy for sustainable development of Vinnytsia region is determined. The foreign-economic activity of agroindustrial enterprises for
January-August 2018 is analyzed. The share of the food and processing industry of Vinnytsia region in the structure of other types of industry is substan-
tiated. The mechanism of development of the agroindustrial sector as the basis of the economy of rural territories, implementation of which is based on
the integration, investment and innovation directions is proposed. Based on the analysis of the current state of the agricultural sector of Vinnytsia region,
it can be concluded that the agricultural sector is quite stable and has a positive tendency to increase production volumes. The food and processing
industry accounts for more than 60% of the volume compared to other types of industries, including agriculture. As figures show, effective development
of the agricultural sector as the basis of the economy of rural areas in conditions of European integration is possible only with active actions of the state,
regional and local authorities, which should be directed to the following directions of development of agro-industrial production: intensification of inter-
regional integration interaction in the agro-industrial sphere; attraction of investments for renewal and increase of production potential of agroindustrial
complex of Vinnitsa region; establishment of cooperation of research structures for the purpose of development of innovative processes in the spheres
of agroindustrial complex. It is concluded that Vinnytsia region may potentially be one of the leading regions in attracting foreign investment. This is
facilitated by its huge domestic market, relatively skilled and at the same time cheap labor, significant scientific and technical potential, large natural
resources and the availability of infrastructure, although not too developed.

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ANALYSIS OF THE CURRENT STATE OF THE VINNYTSYA AGRICULTURAL COMPLEX

The purpose of the article. Strengthening of integration processes in the European economic space
poses progressive changes in the agro-industrial complex of Vinnytsya, because this branch is considered as
a priority sector of the economy and a factor in the future economic growth of our country.

The role of this agro-industrial complex is significant in the new European integration conditions not only for
the national economy, but also for the economy of the rural areas of Vinnytsia and Ukraine as a whole. But the
contradictory nature of the impact of European integration on the development of the agrarian sector causes
the same contradictory situation on the socio-economic development of rural areas, as it involves uncertainty
of external conditions for their functioning and strengthening of interregional competition. All this requires a
newer assessment and analysis of the theoretical aspects of the functioning of the agroindustrial complex, as
the basis for the development of the rural economy in modern conditions.

Methodology. The agro-industrial complex is an important part of the national economy. The purpose of
the agroindustrial complex is to provide the population with food, and the industry is a raw material. This is
possible provided that all the components of the agroindustrial complex are working effectively.

The agro-industrial complex of Ukraine is a complex system, which unites all sectors of the national economy
involved in the production of agricultural products and bringing them to the consumer.

Vinnitsa region has great potential for the powerful development of the agro-industrial complex, includ-
ing: favorable geographic location, the state of the environment, the availability of land, production, labor
resources. Due to the existing potential and the successful combination of all kinds of resource supplies, the
region is seen as an attractive investment attraction facility, which is the basis for the effective development of
the agro-industrial complex and agriculture, in particular.

Results. It was determined that an important element of the development of the Vinnytsya agricultural sec-
tor is external economic activity, which is part of the economic activity of all participants in market relations.

It is proved that effective foreign economic activity will contribute to restoration of export potential of the
country, increase of competitiveness of agricultural products on world markets, formation of rational structure
of export and import, attraction of foreign investments on mutually beneficial conditions, ensuring economic
safety of the whole country.

Practical implications. It is researched that in an effort to increase the competitiveness indicators, agrar-
ian enterprises should pay special attention to the quality of their products and the efficiency of their production.
The compliance of domestic standards for agricultural products to the requirements of the European Commu-
nity standards is one of the possible ways to increase the competitiveness of a domestic agrarian enterprise.

Valueloriginality. Based on the analysis of the current state of the agricultural sector of Vinnytsia region, it
can be concluded that the agricultural sector is quite stable and has a positive tendency to increase production
volumes.

The food and processing industry accounts for more than 60% of the volume compared to other types of
industries, including agriculture. As figures show, effective development of the agricultural sector as the basis
of the economy of rural areas in conditions of European integration is possible only with active actions of the
state, regional and local authorities, which should be directed to the following directions of development of
agro-industrial production: intensification of interregional integration interaction in the agro-industrial sphere;
attraction of investments for renewal and increase of production potential of agroindustrial complex of Vinnitsa
region; establishment of cooperation of research structures for the purpose of development of innovative pro-
cesses in the spheres of agroindustrial complex.
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
