The article deals with innovative directions of rural tourism development in a region on the systemic basis. The innovative development of rural tourism in the
region requires clear planning, which provides for the formation of certain socio-economic benefits while maintaining the sustainability of regional develop-
ment by protecting the environment and local culture. An important part of planning is the effective development of investment and innovation projects and
the formation of clusters of rural tourism. The specificity of rural tourism in the context of regional tourism systems innovative development is primarily the
uniqueness of its tourism products, special features of which are elements of sustainable development in the use of natural and social resources, alternative
forms of services, close links with rural areas, and spatial localization of tourism activity. In addition, rural tourism is based mainly on local resources, focused
on individual forms of organization, attracting tourists to traditional activities of the local population, recreational and cultural activities related to the rural
environ-ment. The main directions of rural tourism innovative development in the structure of regional tourist systems are: focus on local, environmentally
friendly and alternative forms of tourism; progressive forms of territorial branding with an emphasis on the provisions of the concept of sustainable develop-
ment; the presence of demand for technological solutions to improve the quality of tourist services; a good base for the development and expansion of the
network of tourist routes and relevant infrastructure; significant opportunities for the use of PR tools and Internet marketing of rural tour products; investment
attractiveness of relevant projects and simplified access to investment funds. To transform rural tourism into an effective innovative factor in the development
of regional tourism systems, it is critical to address existing problems, including low level of legalization of entities, lack of a strong organizational structure,
weak development of information and marketing activities, inadequate support from international and state institutions, lack of quality assurance system.
