The most important prerequisite for economic degweient is the
development and improvement of entrepreneurship apecial type of
economic activity. Entrepreneurship is one of tlessiimportant factors of
economic development on the basis of innovativee tyff economic
growth, which is based on entrepreneurial init@tiin the field of
scientific, technical and organizational and ecolonactivities.
Entrepreneurship is the basis of economic life ofals business,
concentrating the most characteristic propertiesafket relations, acts as
a driving force of the market economy. Supportihg formation and
development of small business in Ukraine is onéhefdefining priorities
of public policy since the first years of economeforms. The important
role of small and medium enterprises in ensuringcampetitive
environment, flexibility of the national economynployment and income
of the population has gained wide recognition &tlelels and found
expression in the implementation of special statéicpy measures to
support small business development in Ukraine.

Small business - entrepreneurial activity, formédm@e's own risk,
which does not contradict the current legislatineates a small number of
jobs.

In recent years, Ukraine has been actively devefppghe small
business sector, its share in the national econsngrowing. Ukraine's
integration into the world community requires aicatly new look at the
role of small business in solving the problem oproving people's well-
being [2; 4]. Small and medium business plays a kg in Ukraine's
economy, providing about 64% of value added, 81d% mployees in
business entities and 37% of tax revenues.

The introduction of restrictive measures to prevbrtspread of acute
respiratory disease COVID-19 caused by the corona\8ARS-CoV-2 in
Ukraine has led to significant negative consequerioe business due to
partial or complete cessation of operations, corapdid logistics, reduced
demand and destruction of supply chains [5].

In order to implement during 2020-2022 a comprelvensystem of
new opportunities for stabilization and sustainaldevelopment of
Ukraine's economy and increase employment by maintpexisting and
stimulating the creation of new highly productivebs with decent
working conditions by the Cabinet of Ministers ofkrdine from
27.05.2020\Ne 534 approved the State Program stimulating the@uoy to
overcome the negative effects caused by restricheasures to prevent
the occurrence and spread of acute respiratonases€OVID-19 caused
by the coronavirus SARS-CoV-2, for 2020 - 20229R;

In Ukraine, small and medium-sized businesses geo¥B% of jobs.
Among all Ukrainian enterprises, small and mediumiless accounts for
99.8%. Such information is disseminated by the btmgi of Economic
Development and Trade of Ukraine. By comparisonGermany, small
and medium-sized businesses account for 99.7% btisinesses. That is,
in Ukraine now even higher figure. Ukrainian smaild medium-sized
businesses also generate 59% of value added, wéghadko higher than in
Poland and Germany. In Germany, small and medizedsbusinesses
provide the state with more than half of GDP [4;A¢cording to the UN,
In general, small and medium-sized enterprises eyp0% of the world's
working population and produce from 30 to 60% af tlational product,
depending on the country. Another important indicas the share of
exports. More than 98% of German small and mediimedsenterprises
export their products abroad. In Ukraine, the sludriotal exports in the
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structure of GDP is 16%. Now we need to focus oa tjualitative
component of development, and it depends, firsalpfon how the state
will affect lending rates for business.

The development of small business is most infludnty the
following factors: a leap in the development of meaf communication;

- expansion of the service sector based on smaf@ises;

- raising the general education level of peopléhwite simultaneous
accumulation of experience in large companies;sasgi small firms in
resolving the issue of unemployment; reduction oflkashift;

- greater competitiveness due to lower costs asutiwith lower
overhead costs and smaller fluctuations in wagge8][5

A sole proprietorship is the simplest form for aafinbusiness. Of
course, to open such an enterprise, it is enoughtin a license from the
local authorities and register a trade name. Bgsirgartnerships are an
organization of two or more persons, between wisch contract for joint
ownership of the enterprise. Partnerships can beplaie or limited. The
third type - corporations. This organizational forsnmost common in
large and medium-sized businesses, although tb&at thumber of all
corporations, such as in the United States, 98#walldamily businesses.
And although the formal management of the corponatshould be
separated from its ownership, there are often cakes the corporation is
owned and managed by one owner with the help @fidias persons who
do not actually invest in it and do not participetéts management [ 1; 6].

There are three models of small business developmen

- slow expansion of business activity;

- rapid development of small enterprises and ttraimsformation into
medium and then large companies;

- maintaining the scale of activity at the achielecel.

At present, even in countries with developed madaznomies, the
role of small businesses is growing, although thesilience is relatively
low. With the growth of the number of small entésps, developed
infrastructure and government support, small bssnis an important
factor in solving economic and social problems $l; As a rule, the
development of small business is a condition fdwisg the following
problems:

- formation of competitive market relations thantidbute to better
meeting the needs of the population and society;

- improving the quality of goods, works and sersic8triving to meet
consumer demand, small business helps to improvelality of goods,
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works, services and service culture;

- development and use of local sources of raw nadéeand waste
from large industries; liberation of the state fromprofitable enterprises
at the expense of their lease and redemption [4; 6]

Compared to last year, small businesses in Ukitzave found it more
difficult to work. Thus, 38.4% of respondents welissatisfied with the
current state of affairs in business, while 31.60mrepreneurs are quite
satisfied with the situation. For comparison, lgsar positive sentiment
prevailed - 45% were satisfied against 26% weraineg, Also, according
to the survey, a negative assessment of the dysamicbusiness
development over the past 6 months prevails - 44/4%30.1% [2; 7].
According to official statistics, there are 250,08hall enterprises in
Ukraine, employing almost 2 million people. The malirections of
further development of small business in Ukrainthmnnear future are: the
formation of an appropriate legal framework condgacito the
development of small business; improvement of for@nand credit
support; information and staffing of business; stating foreign
economic activity of small and medium enterprises].

Thus, today, at the state level, it is necessarysupport small
business, in particular by creating an appropriatml framework, to
create financial and credit and logistical supposgientific and
methodological, information and consulting andfgtgfof small business.
Excessive tax pressures are among the main fadiordering the
development of small and medium enterprises in idkta lack of
experience and knowledge of those who start thewn dousiness;
underdeveloped infrastructure needed to support dedelop small
business; insufficient level of awareness of srbaliness entities about
potential partners and competitors.
